When is League Washington play?

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Scheduling matches in League Washington

Matches Scheduled!

• All matches are currently scheduled with fields and times for Week 1. Many thanks to all Association / Club 
schedulers for navigating a new scheduling process!

• Please work to schedule matches at least 14 days in advance. Thank you!

What is the process to reschedule a match?

• Coach to email Association / Club scheduler
• Association / Club scheduler to work with Bonnie to connect the dots with opposing Team.

***Please consider rescheduling matches only if absolutely necessary. 
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Important Matchday Roster Information

How many matchday rosters does each coach bring to a match?

• Each coach (home & away) should bring three (3) matchday rosters to the match, which includes one for the referee and 
one for each team, so everyone has a written record after the match.

What constitutes a matchday roster in League Washington?

• Photo rosters created in registration platform of choice, e.g., SportsConnect, Demosphere, et al., will be accepted.
• Coaches / Managers will have access to print rosters in SportsConnect if needed. The following slides (9 – 11) cite two (2) 

examples of acceptable photo rosters and how to print.
1. Official Photo Roster (Slides 9-10) do not contain match specific information and can be printed any time throughout 

the season. Your team must be activated in SportsConnect to use this option. Email your Club Registrar / Scheduler 
if your Team is not activated (you will not have the choice to print an Official Photo Roster if your Team is not 
activated.

2. Matchday Report (Slide 11) contains all Official Photo Roster information AND match specific information but can 
only be printed 4 days prior to the match. Matchday Reports are not required but are an option for Teams that are 
not activated in SportsConnect.
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Matchday Rosters

• Minimum standard is a photo roster created in registration platform 
of choice (SportsConnect, Demosphere, etc.) utilized by Association 
/ Club. Rosters to include the following information:

o Team Name
o Club Name
o Age Group
o Player Name
o Jersey Number
o Player Image
o Coach Name
o Coach Image

• Match-specific rosters not required to allow a single roster to be 
used throughout the season.

• Three (3) rosters provided by each Coach to Referee prior to match.

***We recognize that a photo roster may not be available to start the 
season but would like for Teams to have this available for referees by 
September 30th.

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How to print a Matchday Report SportsConnect

Note: Matchday Reports (MDR) can only be 
printed 4 days prior to a match. Matchday 
Reports are not required but an option if 
your Team is not activated.
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Each Team is expected to report the match score in SportsConnect. Here’s how:

Step 1 – Once logged in. Go to 1.Teams > 2.Tournament & Schedule Apps. > 3.Schedules/ Game Scoring

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Step 2 – 1. Click the box next to your team. A pop up will appear. 2. Score the game for each team. 3. Click 
Save Stats & Comment

Note: After both teams have scored the game. If the public side 
shows a C(S), that means the scores were input differently. Please 
reach out to Bonnie in this case, or if there is a forfeit.

After the game is scored allow 15 
minutes to show on the public side.

Thrilled to announce that Rich Turner has graciously offered to chair / facilitate discussion and decisions within the 
League Washington Disciplinary Committee, a role he currently fills across WYS-sanctioned leagues and tournaments.
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Process Overview

1. Disciplinary

(a) The LW Disciplinary Committee shall be comprised of members from participating Associations. This Committee shall review each week on Thursday evenings 
(unless otherwise notified), written reports submitted by referees, and forwarded to them for processing, any misconduct at LW games played the weekend 
previous to the meeting. LW shall notify the Coach / Participant of action taken.

(b) The Disciplinary Code is covered in the Washington Youth Soccer Judicial Operating Document.

(c) Players receiving a red card will be ineligible to compete in their next regularly scheduled game after the next regularly scheduled Disciplinary Committee hearing, 
unless the red card is canceled or reduced by the Disciplinary Committee. A more severe penalty may be applied by the Disciplinary Committee under established 
guidelines.

(d) Coach expulsion carries a minimum of one (1) game and up to four (4) game suspension depending on the type of infraction and pending review by the disciplinary 
committee.

(e) All petitions for reinstatement must be accompanied by a $50.00 non-refundable fee.

2. Disputing Misconduct Reports

(a) LW follows the Washington Youth Soccer Judicial Operating Document with regards to a player or coach wishing to dispute a red or yellow card that they received.

(b) All appeals must be handled per the Washington Youth Soccer Operating Document.

GU16-17
• Eleven (11) Team combined U16 and U17 bracket
• Schedule all ten (10) matches initially

GU19
• Ten (10) Team bracket
• Schedule nine (9) matches initially, each Team playing each other one (1) time
• Following Week 5 Matches, establish like vs like competition for Matchday 10

BU16-17
• Eleven (11) Team combined U16 and U17 bracket
• Schedule all ten (10) matches initially
• Confirm that U16 Teams (4) play each other one (1) time

BU19
• Three (3) divisions consisting of eight (8), eight (8), and ten (10) Teams
• For 8-Team divisions, schedule all ten (10) matches initially
• For 10-Team division, schedule nine (9) matches initially, each Team playing each other one (1) time

o Following Week 5 Matches, establish like vs like competition for Matchday 10
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2023 Rec Cup Overview

Statewide tournament for recreational teams
• Group play then knockout rounds
• Top teams in D2 play for state championship!

Minimum two matches
• Random draw from age bracket (divisions ignored)
• In case of too few teams, we will give you options

• Full refund, partial refund and entry to state tourny, etc

No mixed age groups in Cup (except U18*/19)
• U16 plays U16 and U17 plays U17 in Rec Cup
• Birth Year realignment eliminated U18 rec division

Entry fee = State fee + D2 + Assn costs
• $10 increase from WYS this year

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2023 Rec Cup Overview

Roster Info
• Rosters frozen prior to first Cup match in October

• New option this year to help teams that can't get enough players to commit!
• Club Pass allows teams to add up to 5 players to their Cup roster from other teams
• A player can be on one league roster and a different Cup roster at the same time
• Must be playing at the same club in the same rec league
• Cannot move teams during the tournament
• Cannot play for multiple tournament teams
• There is the obvious potential for teams to "abuse" the passes to stack teams – WYS is going to 

monitor it this year as a trial. Don't be that coach!
• Still no guest players allowed for matches

• 9/13 - 9/27: Registration is Open
• 10/3: Coaches meeting (Tuesday Evening)
• 10/14: Cup Play begins

• Play concurrent with league (opposite day)
• 11/18: D2 Finals Weekend

• Eastlake High School Stadium (probably)
• 11/25: Thanksgiving Break
• 12/2: State Quarter Final Weekend
• 12/9: State Semis & Final Weekend

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2023 Fall Registration Age Chart and Commentary

*For U16 and U17, 20-month span with the oldest player born at the start of the Birth Year registration cycle and 
the youngest player born at the end of the School Year registration cycle.

*For U18/U19, 32-month span with the oldest player born at the start of the Birth Year registration cycle and the 
youngest player being born at the end of the School Year registration cycle across two (2) age groups.

*Another way to look at it: Registration based on Birth Year that includes School Year play ups.
